Judge Andrzej Kisielewicz also explained the doubts concerning the slow supply of the results of the elections abroad. He said that the results of the voting abroad are submitted in two stages: from the local polling stations abroad to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and then from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs to the Regional Electoral Commission in Warsaw. Considerable delays were observed in the flow of information between the Ministy of Foreign Affairs and the Regional Electoral Commission in Warsaw. However, the NEC is unable to explain what were the reasons for these delays.
