ANNOUNCEMENT AFTER THE PRESS CONFERENCE ORGANISED BY THE NEC AT ITS HEADQUARTERS ON 22 October 2007 AT 9.10 a.m. 
On 22 October 9.10, a press conference was held at the headquarters of the National Electoral Commission.

The National Electoral Commission explained the circumstances in which the vote in the Elections to the Sejm and Senate on 21 October 2007 was extended. As Judge Antoni Ryms said, the vote was extended in 50 polling stations out of the total 25 476 stations. The vote continued the longest in two Warsaw Electoral Commissions, i.e. Local Electoral Commission no. 619 – until do 10.55 p.m. and the Local Electoral Commission no. 582 until 10.40 p.m. According to the resolutions adopted by the local electoral commissions, the breaks in the vote, which resulted in the extended time of work of the commissions, resulted from the shortage of ballot cards at the polling stations. 

The National Electoral Commission informed the press that the printing of the ballot cards and their supplying to the local electoral commissions are the responsibility of the regional electoral commissions. As the regional commission report, they ordered the printing of the sufficient number of the ballot cards. Some of the cards were kept as the emergency reserve at the commune offices. This solution was adopted for security reasons. Creation of the ballot cards reserve to be disposed by the electoral commissions required that the commune authorities appoint the clerks on duties on the elections day. 

In the event of shortage of the ballot cards, the local electoral commission should advise the regional electoral commission of the situation. These activities, as the National Electoral Commission established were undertaken belatedly, which was negatively evaluated by the NEC. In the opinion of the NEC, the decisions to extend the vote as made by the local electoral commissions were legally valid and no elector who arrived at the polling station within the time specified in Art. 53 section 1 of the Parliamentary Elections with the intention to cast his/her vote could not have been and was not deprived of the right to exercise his/her voting right. 
The resolutions to extend the vote, which the National Electoral Commission emphasised, are the independent decisions made by the local electoral commissions and neither the Regional nor the National Electoral Commissions can invalidate these resolutions, as they were adopted legally valid manner, i.e. in the situations envisaged in Art. 64 section 1 of the Parliamentary Elections Act. 

During the conference, the NEC’s Deputy Chairman, Judge Stanisław Kosmal presented the subsequent, partial results of the elections. 

On the basis of the information obtained electronically on the results of the vote in 23 150 polling stations, which constitute 90.87% of the total number of the polling stations, the National Electoral Commission hereby informs that the partial unofficial results of the elections with respect to the number of votes cast at the list of the individual Electoral Committees and the division of mandates between these Electoral Committees determined on the basis of data submitted by these local polling stations are the following:
